PRESS NOTE

The Government of Maharashtra has enacted Maharashtra Fire Prevention and Life
Safety Measures Act in the year 2006. This Act has come in force in the state of
Maharashtra from 6th December 2008. The Rules framed there under have come in force
from 23 June 2009. The State Government through Fire Departments of different
Municipalities and Special Planning Authorities like MMRDA, CIDCO, MIDC are trying to
implement this Act in the interest of preventing fire and to safeguard the life of the people.

2. As per the provisions of this Act, there is a unique concept of LICENCE AGENCY.
Some Municipalities like Mumbai, Thane, Pune, Pimpri-Chinchwad, Nashik, Navi Mumbai
and Kalyan Dombivali have made an attempt to register such Licence Agencies. But so far
a very few Licence Agencies are registered with this Municipal Bodies. The Directorate of
Maharashtra Fire Services has taken a special drive with the help of Fire Protection
Association of India to educate and encourage such Licence Agencies in the State of
Maharashtra for installation of quality equipments and its sustained maintenance.

3. The Directorate in co-operation with the Fire Protection Association of India have
successfully shortlisted 40 Agencies out of 72 applications received so far. Both, the
Directorate of Fire Services and Fire Protection Association of India intents to engage at-
least 150 agencies in the year 2011.

4. These Agencies would work as an extended arm of Fire Department to design and
plan the active and passive fire protection systems and get these approved from the
competent Fire authorities.

5. At the time of occupancy of the buildings, the Final Approval also will be subject to
the compliance of all the rules prescribed in the Provisional Fire NOC and subject to the
Final Approval of the concerned Fire authority.

6. The first 40 agencies awarded these licences in a special event jointly organized by
the Director of Maharashtra Fire Services and Fire Protection Association of India (FPAI)
in Mumbai. Mr. Nitin Shah, President of Fire Protection Association of India said this
would be a first and bold step taken in this State which would be exemplary for other State
to emulate.

7. When enquired with the Director of Maharashtra Fire Services Mr.M.V.Deshmukh,
he is of the opinion that Fire Services and Professional Industries can work in a cohesive
manner for Fire Safe Society.
